
Keeping things confidential
As part of your involvement, you may be told or find out information that is of a confidential or sensitive nature (Confidential Information) or that relates to ideas or inventions that belong to the organisation (Proprietary Information). We therefore request that you agree to the following terms and sign your acceptance below. 
“I understand and agree that I shall keep confidential all Confidential and Proprietary Information which is disclosed to me or to which I have access, receive or learn of through my association with the organisation. 
I understand and agree that any Confidential Information or Proprietary Information disclosed to me about or in connection with research or a research project is confidential and is only to be used within the remit of my association with the organisation. 
I understand and agree that I shall not use, copy, store or reproduce the Confidential Information for any other purpose other than for that which the information was provided and shall not disclose Confidential information to any third party unless agreed in writing by the organisation. 
Should the organisation provide me with any documents or materials marked confidential in connection with the research or research projects, I agree to keep these securely and to keep them confidential and to either return these documents upon request or securely destroy them, for example, by shredding. 
I understand that this agreement shall last for a period of 5 years from the date of signature even though my association with the organisation may have ended unless I and the organisation agree otherwise in writing.  
I agree to abide by this confidentiality agreement.”
